1. Kelly Tours will be our tour company for this trip.  https://www.kellytours.com/ (Trip #19923)
2. The cost for the field trip is $189.  The non-refundable deposit must be paid directly to the Kelly Tours Website by Friday, January  31st to secure your spot. There is limited space as the buses hold 50 passengers.  You may be put on a waitlist while Kelly Tours waits for more buses to fill and open up so signing up sooner rather than later is suggested.
3. The price includes admission to Sea World Park, the charter bus transportation and gratuity, and a meal voucher. 
4. All students must have the 3 required forms completed and signed; the Field trip checklist, the permission slip, and the medical form turned into their 1st period teacher by Friday, March 25th.  Even if a student has paid for the fieldtrip, he/she will not be able to attend without these completed forms. 
5. No payments will be accepted after Friday, April 25th, 2024. I need the forms by March 25th, however, in order to organize chaperones and groups.
6. Students will come to school as normal…no early drop-off needed as Sea World doesn’t open until 10 A.M.  We will start loading buses around 7:40 and plan to leave as soon as possible.
7. This is a school sponsored trip.  All students must obey the student code of conduct and obey any applicable rules of the theme parks and bus service.  Students not obeying the rules will be subject to any discipline deemed prudent by the school administrator, including removal from the trip. 
8. Students must wear their 7th grade shirt to attend the field trip.  T-shirts will be on sale again later this spring.    Look for that information to order the T-shirt on the 7th Grade Schoology Group or the SPMS website. They will be purchased through SchoolPay. Do not cut or alter the t-shirt.
9. Dress Code: 
a. Wear comfortable shoes and clothes, hat and/or sunglasses 
b. Students must wear their 7th Grade t-shirt and be within school dress code.   
c. If you come to school out of dress code, or not wearing your 7th Grade t-shirt, you will not be allowed to attend the field trip, and you will not receive a refund.  Students must wear their 7th Grade t-shirt the entire day, no EXCEPTIONS. 
10. You must stay with your chosen group for the entire day. NO EXCEPTIONS.  Each group of 5 students will have an adult chaperone so chaperones will be needed, and I highly encourage you to consider attending.
11. Students will meet at the Lighthouse inside the park at 4pm. 
a. We will be loading the busses at SeaWorld at 4:30pm. 
b. Parent chaperones may check out their students at 4pm from the entrance. Parent chaperones must have a valid Driver’s License at the time of check out.
i Students will come back with us if parent chaperones are late for pick up. NO EXCEPTIONS. 
ii Parent chaperones are the only parents able to check out their child on the field trip. NO EXCEPTIONS.
12. Only drawstring bags or fanny packs are allowed in the park. You may bring a draw string bag with water, sunscreen, hat, sunglasses, and any other necessary items.   
13. Items that are brought on the bus must be taken with the student into the park and is the responsibility of the student (for example: cell phones or other electronics).  Items cannot be left on the bus. 
14. Only twist cap bottles are allowed on the bus.  There is absolutely NO gum on the bus.  This can result in a $500 fine for our school.    
15. Parents need to be ready to pick up at 7pm in the back parking lot of Switzerland Point Middle School. 
a. Depending on the traffic we may be back earlier or later. We will have students communicate arrival time as we get closer to the school. That means phones need to be charged so sending a portable charger might be a good idea.  There are outlets on the bus as well for charging electronics.
SeaWorld Passes
If a student or adult chaperone has a Sea World pass, they will need to attach a copy of the front and back of each SeaWorld pass to all completed forms.  They will receive a refund from Kelly Tours of the price of the ticket. The cost of transportation and the meal voucher will still need to be paid.
